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The displacement is linked with broader socio-economic and health implications, particularly for 
vulnerable groups such as children and women in Internally Displaced Persons (IDP) camps. Such 
conditions not only disrupt family structures and impede access to reproductive health services, 
influencing fertility rates, but also adversely affect health outcomes and increase mortality rates. 
Furthermore, these circumstances negatively impact socioeconomic indicators, particularly 
educational attainment, exacerbating the challenges faced by displaced communities.

INTRODUCTION

The main objective of Somalia IDP mortality surveys was to collect up-to-date information on basic demographic and health 
indicators with emphasis on the general mortality patterns of the IDP population, with the following specific objectives:

To determine the level of adult and child mortality and related indicators on fertility and mortality.

To provide data needed to incorporate into the National development plan and SDGs so that government and development 
partners can provide necessary intervention to save mothers and children.

The target population for the mortality survey was defined as all ever-married women of reproductive age (15-49 years old) 

living in residential households in urban IDP in Somalia. 

It was designed to cover 13,400 randomly selected households from a total of 603 EAs from IDP camps in 9 major cities.

The samples were selected from the sampling frame developed during the 2020 Somali Health and Demographic Survey 

(SHDS) implementation and the Camp Coordination and Camp Management (CCCM) IDP sampling frame.
